Barlow seeks Re-Election as HWDSB Trustee
Capital & Environmental Issues top agenda

Current HWDSB Wards 9 & 10 Trustee Robert Barlow announced today that he will seek a new term for The Hamilton-Wentworth District School Board.
Barlow, a father to 13 year old Nicholas who attends Collegiate Ave. School, has been a HWDSB Trustee for a total of 7 years and has seen many of his initiatives on behalf of our community approved or are an ongoing issue for the board.

Barlow has long fought for a new school for Winona including holding a press conference on the site of the old Winona High School challenging the government (Ontario Realty Corporation) to sell the property back to the HWDSB back in 2001. The new school is now being built on the same site.

Barlow won board approval to add calorie counts to the High School cafeteria menu boards after a call by the Ontario Medical Association to do so.  HWDSB was Ontario’s first board to approve this initiative.  As well this fall, elementary students will return to school and find the Pepsi machines removed, another initiative long fought by Trustee Barlow.

Next up for Trustee Barlow is work on the board’s Environmental policies and programmes to move towards Eco Schools and a greener future for our students and community. Trustee Barlow will also continue to advocate for a new Wing at Saltfleet DHS and to move up the capital work of school replacement for the lower Stoney Creek elementary schools. 

Trustee Barlow is chair of the newly formed Ontario Network of Trustees, a progressive group of Ontario Public School Trustees who work together on common issues to lobby the Ontario Ministry of Education; is the HWDSB delegate to and a board member of the Ontario Public School Boards Association. Trustee Barlow also regularly attends local school council meetings, hosts two Ward Information Nights (WIN) meetings yearly and sits on numerous board committees including Policy Committee and the Parent Involvement Committee. 
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
